We celebrate again God's goodness and provision at this time of year
own Harvest Thanksgiving Day is Sunday Ocitheat which we shall
have an emphasis on fresh vegetables and flowers.

But this also applies to the harvest of souls when they turn in saving fe
the Lord Jesus Christ as Saviour. Two successive verses in 1 Corinthi
emphasise that salvation is of God Him8etfflanted, Apollos watered,
but God gave the increase "So then neither he who plants is anythin
nor he who waters, but God who gives the increagebhe writer, Paul,
makes it clear that he is talking about the increase in people becoming
Christians by the new birth, not the physical harvest which we rememt
with thanksgiving to God at this time.

We have known of their work among the Pawaiz
tribe of Papua New Guinea for many years, and have taken a prayerful
interest. As it so happens, they too have just retired from this work,
although they plan to go back to the tribe and encourage the believers s
Here is a model missionary story. Jack and Isa built their own house in tl
tribe; they trusted the Lord for finances; they wrote the tribal language in
suitable alphabet from scratch.

Bringing spiritual hope and physical care, Mission Aviation Fellowship us
light aircraft in developing countries so that people in remote areas can
receive the help they need.

Following severe flooding in Bangladesh, our team has flown staff from
several organisations, enabling them to see how best to co-ordinate thei
relief efforts in affected areas. Pilot Chad Tilley has flown for the Red Crt
Save the Children, Baptist Global Relief, and Friendship.

Millions of people have been affected by the flooding. Many have lost the
homes and are suffering from sickness.

One flight for Friendship combined a flood survey with bringing doctors t
perform eye surgery on people from rural areas. Another flight combinec
survey with flood relief, enabling a delivery of food packets and relief
supplies to communities along the Jamuna River. Friendship staff
distributed food to the local people who have suffered because their croj
and fields have been destroyed by the flood waters.

Chad flew the Country Director and Director of Missions from Assemblie
of God to view the flooding and look at co-ordinating efforts to help those
in need. The flight enabled them to survey areas not previously seen.

Although flood waters slowly began to recede, fresh heavy rainfall has ci
further flooding.

Chad reports, ¢l went up north to Gaibanda and was shocked to find that
the flood situation is now horribly worse than when we began doing the
flood flights. Areas where | could see land before are now completely
covered in water. | was stunned at how bad the situation was.

*The population within the capital Dhaka has grown numerously becaust
they are running out of land in the countryside to live on. In the rural are
many people have now moved on to the roads and are living on them in
makeshift shacks because their land is underwater.’
