Nurse Bertha Sulle, shares, *The problems can get worse without this
service. If there is no service, the mothers might get problems. This may
because of the lack of education, or they might have problems in pregna
and without vaccinations people are more likely to get diseases. Flying v
maf helps make journeys easier.

MAF is involved at the heart of reaching vulnerable people, whether they
are in spiritual or physical need.

Every monthmaf pilots in Tanzania bring a team of nurses from Haydo
Hospital to villages in the surrounding area to run mother-and-child cli
The medical safari provides a valuable service to babies, young childr
pregnant women in the most remote villages. Children arbagyven
tetanusdpt (diphtheria, whooping cough and tetanus), measles and pc
vaccinations.

Up to40villages are visited by road or air each month. Alongjsiattc
clinics, the team reached more 8&000children an@®5,000mothers last
year.

On one safari, pilot Hansjoerg Schlatter flew the medical team to visit
villages of Domanga, Harbanget and Yaida Chini.

In Domanga, immunisations were carried out inside a large hut. Mothe
