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Pastoral Letter — February 2008

Light that grows not pale
Have you got the winter blues? I do hope not! Remember this, that the days
were beginning to get longer before Christmas, and we are now well on the
way to the Spring Equinox (equal day and night) which falls on March 20th
this year.

However, for many people, ”winter blues• is a problem. Debt which has
built up over Christmas comes home to roost on the credit cards at the end
of January; new year‘s resolutions have all been broken; tensions in
relationships over Christmas often come to a head around now; the dark
nights, and dark days this winter, can become oppressive and depressive.
Added to this, viruses are on the rampage at this time, and members of our
own fellowship have not been immune from this — we all have to fight not
to feel low during a painful and debilitating infection.

But Christians need not be affected by ”winter blues•. The light and the life
burns perpetually in us through the Lord Jesus Christ. He is the One who
became our Lord and Saviour through the cross, and His Presence in us
must give insulation from purely external atmospheric and weather
conditions. If it is darkness that we worry about, remember that God made
darkness in the first place:- ”In the beginning God created the heavens and
the earth. The earth was without form, and void; and darkness was on the
face of the deep• (Genesis 1: 1,2). We read on to see that God has given us a
balance between day and night, so that we can (generally) get off to sleep at
night, and get up refreshed in the morning when the light is coming or has
come. Sadly we have to take great care going out at night, but what a
wonderful world God has made with the glories of the sun, moon, and stars
at night, and the beauty of colour in sky and on earth during the day.

Christ is our Light, and the Light of the world, in a spiritual sense. Satan
loves darkness, rather than light, because he is able to work under cover with
temptations to do wrong at night, or to feel fear. He likes to keep people ”in
the dark• spiritually, so that even by the brilliance of a summer noon day,
their hearts can be kept in the dark about their offences against God, and
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the only hope of forgiveness through faith in the Lord Jesus Christ. If you
are a Christian, maybe you should be thinking ”How can I be a light in the
world this year, bearing the light of the gospel?• ”How can I be a key-holder
opening the doors to let Christ‘s glorious light shine into other people‘s
heart and relieve their spiritual depression?• ”How can I take the battle to
the •prince of this world‘, knowing that the Lord Jesus will ultimately be the
winner, and many souls will be saved, and brought out of darkness to light?•

Perhaps we don‘t like the idea of the other extreme — light all the while,
with no darkness. But that is how Heaven is described to us, and Christians
will be blissfully happy in it — we will not long for the dark. ”The City had
no need of the sun or of the moon to shine in it, for the glory of God
illuminated it. The Lamb is its light• (Revelation 21: 23). The Lamb is none
other than God‘s Son, the Lord Jesus Christ. He is the Lamb slain for us.
He is the Light of Heaven. As if we may not be clear about this, verse 25
confirms it. ”There shall be no night there•. So although there will be ”new
heavens and new earth where righteousness dwells•, the brightest sun which
may be there will not be necessary for daylight, as our Lord will have all the
physical and spiritual light that we need.

Be encouraged, let us live in the testimony of Christ‘s words:- ”I must work
the works of Him Who sent Me while it is day; the night is coming when no
one can work• (John 9: 4).

”Light that groweth not pale with day‘s decrease,
Love that never can fail till life shall cease;
Joy no trial shall mar, hope that shineth afar,
Faith serene as a star, and Christ‘s own peace.•

Remembering Ian
On a sunny December day last year (18th) Glyn, myself and Christine
Crossley made our way over to the
Bridlington area to be present at the
thanksgiving/funeral service for Ian
Fawcett. Having lived in Leeds most of
their lives, Ian and Pat, his wife,
moved to Bridlington a few years ago
to run a bed and breakfast guest house
together and Ian had loved his new
home and role in •Brid‘. Until he
became too unwell, daily walks by the
sea had been his delight.

When they lived in Tinshill Road, Cookridge, Ian was a familiar figure
riding around on his Honda 90, often with Pat on board and several bags of
shopping. He rode with his pipe in his mouth, and when it was raining he
put his pipe upside down! He was a down to earth, warm-hearted man,
honest and •laid-back‘ in manner. He was very keen on metal detecting and
would gladly show you his haul! He had several very serious illnesses,
including a ruptured aorta, and throughout long periods of ill heath and
weakness he showed great bravery and tenacity. Humanly speaking he
•cheated‘ death several times (once all his family and Glyn were called to the
LGI Intensive Care Unit as it was believed he was nearing the end!).
However, God had a great purpose in preserving his life.
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Our links with the Fawcett family go back a long way. Ian and Pat
supported their four young sons coming to our Sunday School at Tinshill.
Their second son, Warran, became a Christian when quite young, and some
years later, Aidan, their third son was also converted. Ian and Pat would
sometimes come to special events at the church, and many long and deep
conversations took place.

On 5th April 2000, Ian phoned Glyn to say that during the night his son
Aidan had tragically passed away and Glyn went straight down to be with
the family. Aidan had been regularly meeting with Glyn for Bible study,
prayer and general help in his life. On the 16th April Glyn made a note in
his diary that he and Ian had had further long chats about spiritual things
and that Ian subsequently prayed for forgiveness. That marked the day Ian
found the Lord Jesus as his own personal Saviour. Ian became a regular in
worship at Tinshill and despite difficulties in health, and some serious
surgery, he made his way, sometimes slowly with shortness of breath, to
evening service. (He liked to walk through •the ginnel‘ in the Carr Bridges
to church whenever possible, and Martin took a photo of the ginnel with
some summer foliage trailing over the fences and we made it into a greetings
card called ”Ian‘s ginnel• and presented it to him! — that pleased him as it
marked his pathway to the •House of the Lord‘ which he dearly loved). As
well as Sunday worship, Ian was a regular at the Men‘s Fellowship and Glyn
described him as having frank views about the speaker, whoever he was! He
was keen to learn the meaning of scripture and that‘s thrilling to see in a
man of the world who, after serious thought, comes humbly to the Saviour.
He was a great personal encouragement to Glyn. Ian was baptised at
Tinshill on 18th March 2001.

On a personal family note, Ian and Pat were very special to us for the way in
which they opened their home to Tom, our son. Tom has suffered for a
long time with serious illness and he valued the acceptance and love they
showed to him unstintingly — they certainly played their part in his slow
recovery — he was often to be found in their home, relaxing, being fed and
debating with both Ian and Pat.

Glyn gave a tribute at the thanksgiving service (some of the above
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comments were from that tribute). He included the fact that Ian was as
courageous in accepting the Lord Jesus Christ as his personal Saviour as he
was in facing serious illness; he didn‘t shout about his faith but the change
was real and obvious and he was not ashamed of His Lord.

For now we shall miss Ian, but he is in Heaven with his Saviour, and for all
who are Christians we have the joy of knowing we shall see him again. We
continue to remember in prayer Pat, Vince, Warran and Daill and other
members of the family.

”For I am not ashamed of the gospel of Christ, for it is the power of God to
salvation for everyone who believes• (Romans 1: 16).

Holy Land May 15th — 24th 2007
Sunday 20th May
Some of the party were up early today to visit the Dome of the Rock and El
Aqsa mosque. When I was there 10 years ago we were able to go inside these
holy places but that is no longer allowed. We met up with them later for
worship at Christ Church in the Christian quarter of old Jerusalem, not far
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from Jaffa Gate. The main church building was being renovated so we had
the service in an adjoining building. It was great to be worshipping with
local Christians, and to hear the occasional Hebrew word in the singing, the
preaching and during the communion service. The sermon was on the
Kingdom of God/heaven, that is, the place where God lives and works
through the power of His Spirit. After the service we enjoyed a lovely cold
drink outside but, sadly, there wasn‘t much time to linger and speak to the
congregation as we had to return to the hotel where the coach was collecting
us at 12.30pm.

After a half hour drive we arrived
in the picturesque village of Ein
Karem, the traditional home of
John the Baptist. We enjoyed a
delicious lunch at the convent of
Notre Dame de Zion, which was
begun in 1861. The gardens of the
convent were beautiful and so
peaceful after the noise and bustle
of Jerusalem.

From there we walked the short distance to the Church of St John the
Baptist, a Crusader building.

The interior of the church was decorated with cool blue tiles, the work of
the Spanish Franciscans and date from 1495.

Back on the coach, we were taken to Yad Vashem, the holocaust museum,
now housed in a new building opened in 2005. It is very well laid out with
lots of pictures, writing and video clips. It is also very harrowing and
sobering being brought face to face with what really happened to the Jews at
the hands of the Nazis in the 1930s and 1940s. Near the main museum is
the Children‘s Centre, which is laid out with candles and mirrors which
reflect the light, and the names of the children who died are continually
being read out. We left the museum with much to think about, and also
much to thank God for.
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Monday 21st May
Today we left Jerusalem and travelled north to Galilee, where we stayed in a
lovely hotel in Tiberias on the shores of the Sea of Galilee. But first we went
to Caesarea, on the Mediterranean coast. Caesarea was built by Herod the
Great and named after his friend the Emperor Caesar Augustus. Herod sank
thousands of cubic metres of stone into the sea to create an artificial
harbour. He then erected a palace, theatre, hippodrome and a great temple

dedicated to the Emperor. Rome
responded by making Caesarea the
new capital of Palestine, which it
remained for 600 years. After
Caesarea was destroyed by the
Saracens in the thirteenth century
the place remained abandoned
until 100 years ago. Excavations
began in 1959.

Our visit to Caesarea began at the
theatre. Some of the original seats

and arches still remain, but mostly the open-air seating has been
reconstructed so that the magnificent setting facing the sea can still be used
today for plays and concerts.

We then walked towards the harbour. On the way we passed the
hippodrome where chariot races
and other games took place. At
one end was a metal structure of a
horse and chariot. The size of the
hippodrome and the sharpness of
the bends were quite staggering.

We then went on to the remains
of the magnificent double
aqueduct by which Herod piped
water to this city from the Carmel
Hills. Walking under the
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aqueduct we were able to walk down to the
sea for a paddle. The sea was a beautiful deep
blue colour.

After a delicious lunch at the Nasholim
kibbutz we drove to Mount Carmel from
where we had magnificent views all the way
round. Our guide, Samer, pointed out the
places of interest. Here is a huge statue of
Elijah, reminding us of the incident when
Elijah challenged the prophets of Baal, and
God showed in a miraculous way that He is
the only true God.

Before we made the final leg of our journey
to Tiberias we had one more stop, at the
Carmel Assembly. The Carmel Assembly is a Messianic fellowship begun in
1991. Here Jews, Arabs and other Gentiles worship together. They aim to
build a caring community of reconciliation, faith and service based on the
”one new man• of Ephesians 2:15. They run a drug rehabilitation centre for
both Jews and Gentiles and it was great to hear of men who had previously
hated each other come to love each other because of the love of God. They
also run a clothing distribution centre, distribute food to needy families and
work with young people.

We arrived at the Ron Beach Hotel at 5.15pm and it wasn‘t long before
some of us ventured into the swimming pool. It is very different here in
Galilee from Jerusalem and we were looking forward to the next two days
and seeing the part of the Holy Land where Jesus spent most of His
ministry.

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Second Tuesday — 8th January 2008

Foundations under Fire — Adam and Eve
(Jesus the second Adam)

These are brief notes as a basis for the Second Tuesday seminar

1 Introduction
Time was when virtually all true Christians believed literally in the origin of
man and his sin as recorded in Genesis 1-3. However, with the rise of belief
in evolution in schools, colleges and society at large, this foundation is
under fire and is being eroded — sadly even from within the Christian
community. The orthodox Christian belief has always been that God made
all things in six 24 hour days, and rested on the seventh day. Adam, the first
man, was made on the sixth day, together with the •beasts of the earth‘.

Only recently, this issue was being debated on an evangelical and reformed
website to which I ocasionally contribute. It is astonishing that my
explanation of how the sun could be made on the fourth day should be
questioned.

There has been an increase in belief in a compromise between creation and
evolution, called •theistic evolution‘. In this theory, God creates all things,
but through evolution over a long period of time. Generally it is held that
God created kinds of animals over sequences of time, and that man and
animals were not made literally on the sixth 24 hour day.

The purpose of this seminar is to establish that the biblical narrative of
Adam and Eve must be believed, not only on the authority of the Bible
itself, but because it is the foundation for crucial doctrines concerning sin,
death and Christ as the antidote to both, as Saviour and Lord.

2 Genesis 1-3: History or Allegory?
The claim is made that Genesis 1-3 is a story representing true origins, but
not historically true. In answer to this, we may ask what we might learn
from the rest of Scripture on this issue? 1 Chronicles 1 gives the genealogy
of man beginning ”Adam, Seth, Enoch• and then the family line down to
Abraham. Are we then to question this part of Scripture? Similarly, in Luke
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3: 38 we learn that Seth was the son of Adam, who was the ”son of God• in
the sense of God‘s special creation. Jude verse 14 also tells us that Enoch was
”the seventh• from Adam, which is consistent with the Chronicles passage.

What, then, were Adam and Eve like given that Adam was made from •the
dust of the ground‘ and Eve was made from a rib of Adam while he was in a
deep sleep (Genesis 2: 22)? The answer is that they were innocent and
unashamed, and responsible before God to obey His commandments, and
in particular not to eat of the •tree of knowledge of good and evil‘ — all other
trees were available to eat from, including the •tree of life‘.

They were made •in the image of God‘ (Genesis 1: 26), not as divine beings,
but with the spiritual and intellectual dimensions of God, and particularly
with the need for fellowship with God, which is still the case in every
human being today, although mostly denied by them. Certainly, we see here
the distinction between human beings and animals. Despite the pathetic
research and film sequences of animals seeming to do clever things (by
conditioning and habit), they will never show evidence of intellectual
progress which evolutionists would love to prove.

Indeed, God in His wisdom put Adam as master over all the animals, fish
and birds, and Adam was able even to name the beasts and the birds
(Genesis 2: 20). So in God‘s sight man was special from the start. Animals
were not made in the image of God.

Some scientific research has resulted in the conclusion that the human race
did in fact originate in one couple, despite the variation in race and colour.
One such study put this couple somewhere in Africa, but the reasonings for
this we do not know. Eden itself was likely to be somewhere in the country
we now call Iraq, or towards the Persian Gulf, owing to the mention of the
River Euphrates (Genesis 2: 14).

3 Death before Sin?
So far, I have dealt with the biblical texts confirming the literal existence of
the first man Adam. We now go on to the basic doctrinal argument found
in Romans 5: 14 ”Nevertheless death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over
those who had not sinned according to the likeness of the transgression of

Adam‡•  and Romans 6: 23 ”For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of
God is eternal life in Christ Jesus our Lord•. And 1 Corinthians 15: 22 ”As
in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive•. It is a Christian
and biblical fundamental that there was no death at all, including that of
animals, until Adam and Eve sinned. In the case of evolution, if it were true,
multitudes of animals died before man even emerged! In the Garden of
Eden, Adam whilst innocent was vegetarian. ”And God said, •See, I have
given you every herb that yields seed which is on the face of the earth, and
every tree whose fruit yields seed; to you it shall be for food‘•. No animals
were killed. But after Adam sinned, animals were sacrificed to make ”tunics
of skin• to cover up his, and Eve‘s, nakedness. (A clear pointer to the death
of Christ who would thereby •cover up‘ our sin and shame). Also Adam and
Eve‘s son Abel was a shepherd and he brought the righteous offering of a
sacrificed lamb/sheep to God. This was another pointer to the cross of our
Lord Jesus Christ.

There are those who argue that there was the death of plants and other
fruit/vegetables before Adam sinned, and re-planting from seed, which
normally indicates the springing up of life from death. However, before the
Fall we don‘t know what the propagation of vegetable life was like, and in
any case the •life‘ of a plant is nothing like the life of men and other
animals/birds.

The consequence of Adam‘s sin was death for all men and animals, and the
ground itself was cursed. This indicates that there was a change in the status
of vegetation after the Fall, involving decay. The consequence of Adam‘s sin
was also that we ourselves have inherited original sin. We are in Adam‘s
•fallen‘ family. We are guilty and we deserve judgement. We are out of
fellowship with God and would remain that way forever, if Christ the Son
of God had not come from Heaven to earth to die for us and redeem those
who put their faith in Him.

So, belief in a six day creation of 24 hours per day is necessary to be
consistent with the fact that ”death reigned from Adam to Moses•, but not
before Adam.

4 Jesus the last Adam
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The literal view of the first man Adam comes to a climax in the biblical
comparison with our Lord Jesus Christ. 1 Corinthians 15: 45 reads ”The
first man Adam became a living being. The last Adam became a life-giving
spirit•. In that statement comes the vital connection between the fact of
Adam and the fact of Christ. In one way, our Lord is similar to Adam.
Adam was made innocent, and our Lord remained totally innocent. Christ
is the last Adam in the sense of the second, and last, innocent man. But our
Lord is mainly in stark contrast to Adam. Adam certainly was made a living
being, but, in contrast, Christ became a life-giving spirit through His death
and resurrection. (In creation, He was always a life-giving spirit of course,
but now we are talking about everlasting life.)

The contrast is that Adam is the human head and representative and he
sinned. Only by the perfect God/Man, Christ, dying can we be recovered.
Christ is the representative of all those who put their faith in Him. A verse
previously quoted, 1 Corinthians 15: 22, brings this truth out — ”As in
Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive•. That does not mean
that everyone on the earth will be made alive, but that followers of Christ
shall be made alive,
1. when they are converted, they become a new person
2. when they die, they immediately live in Heaven
3. at the general resurrection, they will receive a glorious body similar to

Christ‘s glorious body.

Our Lord Jesus Christ achieved this by dying Himself, bearing the actual
penalty of our sins. John Owen the Puritan was right even in the title of his
book ”The Death of Death in the Death of Christ•. By His death, we
cannot die. The price has been paid, for all those who turn to Him in
repentance and faith.

It is a fact that Jesus as the •last Adam‘ won far more for us than Adam lost.
Adam was innocent in the beginning, and had fellowship with God. But he
was not in the Glory of Heaven — he was on earth, and as far as we are told
would have remained on earth. When he sinned, he lost those blessings and
received the death sentence.

But in Christ, far more has been given. We have God the Holy Spirit living
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in our hearts representing Christ; although we are to die physically, we have
a place in Heaven where God is. We have the resurrection to look forward
to, and then God will live among us in the New Heavens and the New
Earth. The fellowship we have with God will be closer and deeper than
Adam had with God before he sinned.

And the possibility of sinning will never occur again! All these truths are
linked to the fact that Adam was the first man, and his sin led to all death.
Our Lord Jesus is the Second, righteous Adam. It is a foundation of the
Christian faith. We should embrace it and celebrate it!

MAF News to SHARE — February 2008

Political unrest in Kenya
Bringing spiritual hope and physical care, Mission Aviation Fellowship uses
light aircraft in developing countries so that people in remote areas can
receive the help they need.

Violent unrest in Kenya following December‘s election results has claimed
hundreds of lives and displaced hundreds of thousands of people, fleeing
their homes when neighbour turned on neighbour.

It is estimated that up to 250,000 people have been displaced. Around half a
million people will need emergency aid, including food and shelter, the un
has said. Malnutrition is likely to worsen rapidly if insecurity and lack of
access to food and assistance persists.

MAF pilots flew to the west, conducting many evacuations for Tearfund,
International Red Cross, Navigators and Gospel Fire International, bringing
staff out of the most volatile areas.

Opposition leader Raila Odinga alleges the voting was rigged. Both sides in
the disputed election have accused the other of violence, and there are fears
of ethnic warfare with tensions along tribal lines, largely between the
Kikuyu and Luo groups.
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In Eldoret in the west, at least 30 people died when the church building
they were sheltering in from the violence was burned by an angry mob. A
flight from Eldoret for Empowering Lives International brought back staff
to Nairobi who needed to return to the usa, as well as team members under
threat.

Don Rogers from Empowering Lives International shares, •Tribal tensions
were escalating day by day. Single mums and children were piling into our
training centre compound at night seeking refuge. Threats came to our
director that our whole compound may be burned because we were caring
for people regardless of their tribal affiliation.‘

Our team in Nairobi suspended flight operations for one day while a
planned rally for the opposition was being headed off by police. It was too
dangerous for our staff in Nairobi to travel and all of them remained at
home. The rally was dispersed and flights returned to normal.

Due to the unrest, roads are blocked and many trucks with supplies are
unable to reach their destinations. Flights for Catholic Relief Services, co-
ordinating relief efforts for a number of agencies, have taken staff to assess
the needs in Eldoret as well as bringing much-needed mosquito nets and
blankets.

Pilots Roland Sedlmeier and Jane Wambui flew to Tinderet for Diguna to
evacuate some of its team members. Tinderet is situated in a very volatile
area of Kenya. The Diguna team reports, •Many team members, as well as
most of the home children, are not from the local tribe. As such, they are
now seen as intruders, and could potentially become targets of attacks.‘

The situation is constantly changing and tensions remain in many parts of
the country.

MAF is involved at the heart of reaching vulnerable people, whether they
are in spiritual or physical need.
