Don Rogers from Empowering Lives International shares, *Tribal tensi
were escalating day by day. Single mums and children were piling intc
training centre compound at night seeking refuge.

for people regardless of their tribal affiliation.’

Our team in Nairobi suspended flight operations for one day while a
planned rally for the opposition was being headed off by police. It was
dangerous for our staff in Nairobi to travel and all of them remained at
home. The rally was dispersed and flights returned to normal.

Due to the unrest, roads are blocked and many trucks with supplies ar
unable to reach their destinations. Flights for Catholic Relief Services,
ordinating relief efforts for a number of agencies, have taken staff to a
the needs in Eldoret as well as bringing much-needed mosquito nets ¢
blankets.

Pilots Roland Sedimeier and Jane Wambui flew to Tinderet for Digune
evacuate some of its team members. Tinderet is situated in a very vol;
area of Kenya. The Diguna team reports, *Many team members, as wi
most of the home children, are not from the local tribe. As such, they ¢
now seen as intruders, and could potentially become targets of attack:

The situation is constantly changing and tensions remain in many part
the country.

When they lived in Tinshill Road, Cookridge, lan was a familiar figure
riding around on his Hond0, often with Pat on board and several bags of
shopping. He rode with his pipe in his mouth, and when it was raining he
put his pipe upside down! He was a down to earth, warm-hearted man,
honest and elaid-back’ in manner. He was very keen on metal detecting
would gladly show you his haul!

The consequence of Adam's sin was death for all men and animals, and
ground itself was cursed.

Foundations under Fire — Adam and Eve
(Jesus the second Adam)
These are brief notes as a basis for the Second Tuesday seminar

1 Introduction

Time was when virtually all true Christians believed literally in the origin
man and his sin as recorded in Genesis 1-3. However, with the rise of be
in evolution in schools, colleges and society at large, this foundation is
under fire and is being eroded — sadly even from within the Christian
community. The orthodox Christian belief has always been that God max
all things in si4hour days, and rested on the seventh day. Adam, the fir
man, was made on the sixth day, together with the sbeasts of the earth'.

Only recently, this issue was being debated on an evangelical and reforr
website to which | ocasionally contribute. It is astonishing that my
explanation of how the sun could be made on the fourth day should be
guestioned.

There has been an increase in belief in a compromise between creation
evolution, called stheistic evolution®. In this theory, God creates all things
but through evolution over a long period of time. Generally it is held that
God created kinds of animals over sequences of time, and that man and
animals were not made literally on the 2itiour day.

The purpose of this seminar is to establish that the biblical narrative of
Adam and Eve must be believed, not only on the authority of the Bible
itself, but because it is the foundation for crucial doctrines concerning sir
death and Christ as the antidote to both, as Saviour and Lord.

2 Genesis 1-3: History or Allegory?
