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Pastoral Letter — April/May 2010

It must be done!
Maundy Thursday marks the beginning of Easter itself. This is when the
Queen gives Maundy money to a group of pensioners — 84 men and 84
women this year, in accordance with the Queen‘s age on April 21st. The
coins themselves are specially minted and are legal tender, but are worth
much more by being saved, since they are so rare.

Where did this tradition come from? Well, it began in the thirteenth
century, but the meaning of ”Maundy• gives the clue. It is a shortened form
of •mandatum‘, which is a Latin word meaning •a commandment‘, or even
more literally ”It must be done!• It refers to our Lord‘s statement in John
15: 12.

”This is My commandment, that you love one another as I have loved you•.
Our Lord illustrated this commandment by an act of loving service, namely
He poured water into a basin and washed the disciples‘ feet, and dried them
with a towel — all this happened on the evening of the Lord‘s supper — the
night on which He was betrayed.

In England, the custom of washing feet by the Monarch was carried out
until 1689. The King or Queen would wash and kiss the feet of the poor on
Maundy Thursday in Westminster Abbey. (The first Yeoman of the
Laundry actually washed the feet of the poor first!) Food and clothing were
also handed out to the poor.

Any commandment of our Lord is really a decree — it must be done! There
is something very definite about it. And in the same way, the Sovereignty or
Lordship of God is shown by things which must be done, and which must
happen. When our Lord was betrayed by Judas Iscariot and taken by an
unnecessary mob, He said ”The Scriptures must be fulfilled•, indicating that
it was previously prophesied in the Bible that He must be taken and killed
(”He was led as a Lamb to the slaughter• — Isaiah 53: 7). His own disciple
Peter was rebuked by Him for taking up a sword against one of the mob
because our Lord had to be taken.
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But then we also have the repeated promise that Christ would not only die,
but would be resurrected, never to die again. He would ascend into Heaven
where He is now, until He comes again in glory.

”The Son of Man must su› er many things, and be rejected by the elders,
chief priests and scribes, and be killed, and be raised the third day•
Luke 9: 22. It must be done, because it was foreordained by God owing to
His love for the world.

Sadly, not all the commandments given to us are actually obeyed. There is a
di› erence between the decrees of God, which must happen, and the
commandments of God which ought to be obeyed. It is a decree that Jesus
must die and rise again to pay the price of sin, but it is a command to us
that we must take advantage of it. It is by no means automatic — it needs
repentance and faith in Christ on our part.

The Apostle Peter, preaching to the top Jewish elders in Jerusalem, who
were certainly not believers in Christ, said: ”For there is no other Name
(Jesus) under Heaven given among men by which we must be saved• — Acts
4: 12. It must be done, but will it be done? Similarly, when our Lord was
helping Nicodemus to become a Christian, He said ”You must be born
again• — John 3: 7. This has to be a work of the Holy Spirit in a person‘s
heart, and yet our Lord went on to explain that Nicodemus must believe in
Jesus himself. And he did!

Maundy — mandatum — it must be done! It is a commandment of the
Living God. Trust in Him through Jesus this Easter.

Remembering Frank
On Friday 5th February our brother Frank Rand was promoted to Glory.

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latter years were spent in sheltered
accommodation at Oxenford Court but prior
to that they lived on Silk Mill Approach and
that is where we first came into contact with
them.

They had been Christians for many years but
could not travel far and did not know that
Tinshill Free Church was so close by.

Frank was a lovely gentleman, very loved by all his family as was evident by
their tributes at the thanksgiving service. Two of his grandchildren spoke of
his influence on their lives and a most moving tribute was made by his son
Clive on behalf of himself and his sister Alison. Clive said he would clearly
remember the phrase ”awe and wonder• which Glyn had used to describe
Frank‘s deep love and appreciation of nature. He loved gardening and
cultivation of plants and would often stand outdoors, very quiet and still, in
wonder at God‘s handiwork. There was an account of an incident when he
was outside in such manner one day when a squirrel, thinking Frank was
•part of the garden‘, ran up his arm onto his shoulder, then quickly ran
down again when movement came!

In his address at the service, Glyn spoke about Simeon (Luke 2: 25-33) a
devout older man who loved being in church and who was serious about his
faith as Frank was. Simeon was delighted to see Jesus and knew great peace
because he had seen his Messiah. Frank had •seen‘ Jesus and knew great
peace in believing. Simeon knew he could depart in peace because he would
live in a better place. We have every confidence that Frank is most certainly
in that better place.

We continue to pray for Frank‘s family and especially for Myrtle (who we
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are delighted to see in church again on Sunday mornings), that even in the
sadness of separation after over 60 years of happy marriage, she can have the
peace and joy of knowing Frank is •with the Lord‘.

He read the scriptures and
prayed and by then she was asleep. Two days later, on the 10th, she slipped
quietly into the presence of her Lord. Praise the Lord for His timing on all
events.

We thank the Lord for the life and testimony of Hilda, for her faithful
motherhood especially to Helen through her years of diœcult illness, and for
her contribution to the church on earth in this our placing at Tinshill. We
will continue to pray for Helen and her role in our church life, and for the
contact with her three brothers.

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Second Tuesday — 9th February 2010

Can you be a Christian and not believe
in Adam and Eve?

These are brief notes from the Second Tuesday seminar.

1 Introduction
A boy comes into a Good News Holiday Club, aged 8, with no Christian
background. He listens to the theme of the Club throughout the week, each
day hearing something about Jesus, the Son of God, coming down from
Heaven to earth, to die on the cross and be our Saviour. He professes
conversion with obvious repentance, and faith in Christ. He has never had
any teaching about Adam and Eve, only about the fact that all of us are
sinners ”For all have sinned, and fall short of the glory of God• Romans 3:
23. Can that child already be saved? Answer: Yes, most certainly. The child
has simply not been taught the origin of sin. So, we must distinguish
between such ignorance on the one hand, and unbelief on the other hand —
namely, refusing to believe what the Bible seems to teach plainly — that
Adam and Eve were the first people on earth, and sin came through their
disobedience. Such people interpret the early chapters of Genesis as not
being literal but allegorical. Some people professing to be Christians believe
in Theistic Evolution — namely, that there is a God; that God made all
things; but that God used evolution over a long period of time to produce
humans as we are today. The long period of time would include the change
from animal species to homo sapiens. What are we to make of this?

2 The Problem of Death
One problem with any form of evolutionary belief is that the death of
animals must occur for a very long period before humans existed —
generation after generation of animals before man arrived. This poses a great
problem if you believe that all death comes as a result of man‘s sin,
including the death of animals, which orthodox Christians do believe. It
means that man must exist as a species before any death of animals occurs.
The Scriptures are very clear on this point:-

Take Romans 5: 14 ”Death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those
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who had not sinned according to the likeness of the transgression of Adam,
who is a type of Him who was to come•.

Romans 6: 23 ”For the wages of sin is death, but the gift of God is eternal
life in Christ Jesus our Lord.• And so on.

When God made the heavens and the earth, animals and humans in 6 days,
He looked at His Creation and at each stage He announced that it was
good. At the end of six days ”Then God saw everything that He had made,
and indeed it was very good• Genesis 1: 31. It is unthinkable that death and
decay took place before man sinned.

And so we have an immediate problem with professing Christians who
believe in ”theistic evolution• and not in Adam and Eve literally. It does
seem as though they are rebelling against the clear teaching of Scripture.
The apostles several times refer to a real first man as Adam, as we saw in
Romans 5: 14. And in 1 Timothy 2: 13 we have ”For Adam was formed first,
then Eve•.

3 The Headship of Adam
The accepted phrase ”original sin• means that we were born with a bias to
sin. Our nature is pre-disposed to disobey God, and basically be selfish. It is
this nature which needs correcting with the imparting of a new nature
coming from the very life of Christ.

”Behold I was brought forth in iniquity, and in sin my mother conceived
me• David laments in Psalm 51: 5 — it happens in our nature, let alone by
nurture! As sinners, we all come under the headship of Adam — namely, we
all sinned in Him. When he sinned, we all sinned, it was a family thing.
When a football team goes a goal down when their goalkeeper stupidly lets
in a goal which he shouldn‘t have done — not that any other member of the
team would have done any better — no other player says ”that was the
goalkeeper‘s fault, you can‘t hold it against the whole team•. The fact is,
that even the best player in the side has to accept that they are one goal
down, and if it remains like that they have lost the match.

The headship of Adam is also brought out by the fact that he took
responsibility for Eve‘s sin. She took the forbidden fruit first, and o› ered it
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to Adam, which he took. But it is Adam who is regarded as the one who
sinned, and whose sin resulted in the death of animals and humans. The
death of animals is reinforced by the leather covering which God provided
to cover Adam and Eve‘s shame, instead of the leaves they had tried to use.
But the leather covering for shame also provides our hope — that a Saviour
would come to be sacrificed to cover our sin and shame, which is what
Christ did for us.

It is diœcult to see how, if a Christian does not believe in Adam and Eve, he
can believe that sin can be ingrained into the human psyche at birth. On the
headship of Adam, we have in Romans 5: 12 ”‡through one man sin
entered the world, and death through sin, and thus death spread to all men,
because all sinned•.

4 Adam compared with Christ
The message of salvation includes a pairing of Adam and the Lord Jesus
Christ — Adam being the author of sin and death, with Christ being the
author of righteousness and life. In the important section of Scripture on
this subject, the Apostle Paul draws a lengthy comparison between the two
(Romans 5). ”If by the one man‘s o› ence many died, much more the grace of
God and the gift by the grace of one Man, Jesus Christ, abounded to many•
(v 15).

”If by the one man‘s o› ence death reigned through the one, much more those
who receive abundance of grace and of the gift of righteousness will reign in
life through the One, Jesus Christ• (v 17). The comparison continues in
Romans 5 to accentuate the glorious work of Christ through His ”One
Man‘s righteous act• (of dying on the cross), and the ability Christ has to
make us righteous, because He is totally righteous.

A similar comparison occurs in 1 Corinthians 15, when in verse 22 we read
that ”‡as in Adam all die, even so in Christ all shall be made alive•, not
referring to all people who live in the world, but to all people who repent
and believe in Christ. Later in the chapter (v 45), the comparison is made
between Adam the one who was first made a living soul, and our Lord Jesus
Christ ”the last Adam• who became a life-giving Spirit. No wonder the
sentence ”A second Adam to the rescue came• is so well known, though not
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strictly scriptural in that form.

The message of salvation is the message of ”Paradise Lost• as John Milton
put it, through Adam, and ”Paradise Regained•, as the same poet put it,
through Christ. In fact, it is more than Paradise Regained through Christ, it
is a future life in a future wonderful universe, where God dwells with men.

I find it hard if a born-again Christian were to disbelieve such great truths
about our first parents. You would question logically whether they could be
Christians at all. However, God is very gracious, and patient with those
whose background is not from teaching which takes a literal reading of
Genesis.

5 What must you believe to be saved?
To say you are a true Christian is to say that you are •saved‘ — saved from
the penalty of sin in particular, which is judgement and hell. A true
Christian is one who believes that the Bible is entirely true; one who believes
that God is a Trinity — Father, Son and Holy Spirit; one who believes that
the Father sent the Son to be human like us, but to live absolutely perfectly,
in order that He could take our penalty on the cross.

Salvation is by grace through faith alone. It is necessary to repent (ie. think
again) about sin and to put one‘s trust in Christ as one‘s personal Saviour. It
is necessary to believe that Jesus must become the Lord of your life, having
Himself risen from the dead to give us new life in Him for today and
forever.

The question of Adam and Eve is not a secondary issue, it is a primary issue
owing to the origin of sin and death, the Headship of Adam and Christ, and
the clear comparison that is made in the Bible between those two real and
historical people. The whole issue is inevitably connected with 6 day
creation, and even belief in the Lord‘s Day as a special day under the
unchanging Moral Law, the ten commandments, given to Moses at Mount
Sinai, but implied in detail in the book of Genesis — in the book of origins.

It is not for us finally to judge who is saved and who is not. We have looked
at the case of a child (or adult) who is simply ignorant of the truth of Adam
and Eve until it is explained to them. We must tread carefully where there is
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resistance in a person to believe in Adam and Eve, Special Creation, Six day
creation, and so on. Continued rebellion to these things might indicate a
resistance to the idea of original sin in the first place, or an unwillingness to
su› er the embarrassment of questioning modern scientific norms. If it is the
former, there must be a question mark over a person‘s profession of faith. If
the latter, perhaps the person is saved, but has embarked on a journey which
should lead to the full truth of Scripture, as described in this paper.

”The Lord knows those who are His• (2 Timothy 2: 19), but that is not an
excuse for setting the standard of doctrine required too low.

I have corrected some (but not all) of his grammar and
spelling.

Dear Sister,
I greet you warmly in Jesus Name. I am very happy to write you after
receiving your bounty through Paul Crossley. I give thanks to the Father of
our Lord Jesus Christ for this uncommon grace In you. Please extend my
compliments to your family. I apologise for the delay of this letter due to
the fact that I couldn‘t reach Paul shortly after he left Nigeria. Paul came to
know me for the first time on 8th Nov. 2009 that being the day he
preached in the church which I shepherd. I have never expected any
generosity from him or any person from his side (i.e., country) either but
the Lord directed his mind towards me to be the recipient of your gift. The
money you sent, I must sincerely converse, bought for me many books. Paul
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actually made a useful selection of good religious books for the ministry.
Sister, may God bless you and your family.

 Just a brief note about myself, my name is Jonah Abraham, a shepherd in
the Lord‘s vineyard. I am married, my wife and I are believers. The Lord has
blessed us with 5 boys aged 12, 10, 9, 7, 5, these give us much joy and we
praise God for His blessings. The church: The battle axe of God‘s glory, the
church of the New Jerusalem is the Ministry God has given to me in this
part of the world to raise up people for his glory. This is a church where
there is God Centered and Christ exalted worship and the proclamation of
the gospel of salvation for souls. My great burden is to reach out to people
who have already been brainwashed into heretical teachings. This the Lord
will accomplish for Himself. Thank you very much. remain blessed and In
the knowledge of our Lord Jesus which surpasses all earthly blessings.

Pray that God In His mercy
could grant me more enablement in continuously propagating His Word to
the people around the world.

Pray that God through His love will raise somebody up, whether from
Overseas or from our Nigeria, to sponsor me to further my Advanced
Studies in one of the Theological Seminaries here in Nigeria, In 2010.

Very significantly, Sir, I pray that God Almighty the Father will grant you
and your co speakers a safe journey back to your di› erent destinations, in
Jesus Christ's Name I ask it, Amen.

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Faith and Sight!
On the lead up to the triumphal entry into Jerusalem we read in Mark 10 of
how Jesus met Bartimaeus just outside of Jericho. Bartimaeus was sitting by
the roadside begging because he was blind. He is one of several beggars we
read of in the Gospels. In a sense he was a nobody — no status and no
importance and totally reliant on others for his livelihood. He is a poor
specimen in every regard and yet he is named in Mark‘s gospel account. But
he meets Jesus on the road. Jesus was passing that way and when Bartimaeus
hears it is Jesus of Nazareth he begins to cry out loudly and persistently. His
cry is for mercy. ”Jesus, Son of David, have mercy on me!• (Mark 10: 47).
He persists and intensifies when many warn him to be quiet. He would not
be silent until he was heard. And he was heard! We can do nothing better
than persist in our cries to Jesus for mercy and help.

Jesus stood still and commanded him to be called. Bartimaeus needed no
second invitation but ”throwing aside his garment, he rose and came to
Jesus•. How quick are we to cry out to God through the Lord Jesus and to
come to Him?

What a wonderful question Jesus asks Bartimaeus — ”What do you want Me
to do for you?• Bartimaeus is clear in his answer — ”that I may receive my
sight•. His request is immediately granted. The Lord Jesus looks upon him
in mercy and compassion and sees inside his heart (as He does with us). ”Go
your way; your faith has made you well.• He received his sight because he
trusted in Jesus.

What became of this poor blind beggar? He ”followed Jesus on the road•
(v52). I have no doubt he went with Jesus all the way to Jerusalem where he
witnessed the triumphal entry and subsequent events. That involved, just a
week later, the sight of this lovely compassionate Son of David nailed to a
cross outside the city walls, where He su› ered and died for sins which were
not His own. It would also be likely to include the sight of Jesus gloriously
risen from the dead in one of His appearances to His disciples in the 40 days
after His resurrection. What amazing things Bartimaeus is likely to have
seen! How gracious God is to us in first of all giving us faith to believe and
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trust in Him and then to confirm it to us in due course in reality, for us
sight will mean seeing Jesus ”face to face• in Glory; for Bartimaeus he saw
such great and amazing things in the flesh and with his own eyes — the death
and resurrection of Jesus, God the Son. Faith and sight for a blind beggar.
How gracious and amazing God is to undeserving sinners. May we have
fresh insight into the Easter account over this special time and echo the
words of that well known hymn by Katharine Kelly ”Give me a sight, O
Saviour, of Your wondrous love to me•.

O make me understand it,
help me to take it in,
what it meant to You, the Holy One,
to bear away my sin.

MAF News to SHARE

An essential service
MAF is serving in more than 30 countries in the developing world. Flights
bring medical teams, essential supplies and people, as well as responding to
crisis situations and natural disasters.

With a team in Haiti since 1986, MAF was already in position to respond
immediately following the January earthquake. Our team is currently
operating four aircraft in Haiti, and demand for flights and logistical
support on the ground is constant.

Many flights are delivering food to remote areas now cut o›  following the
earthquake, but which would normally have received food deliveries by road
from the capital Port-au-Prince.

Operation Blessing, one of MAF‘s partners in Haiti, wrote the following
report: •Operation Blessing has been working with MAF to make food
drops all over Haiti in places where there are large, hungry groups of
displaced families. On one particular route, we flew in the Kodiak aircraft
capable of short take-o› s and landings on dirt or grass airstrips.
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•We took o›  from Port-au-Prince and climbed to where the tent cities
looked like patchwork quilts below. Our cargo on this run was boxes of
ready-to-eat meals, destined for a mission group supporting over 1,500
people. We landed on a grass strip and had only just stopped the engine
when the plane was approached by a large group of men eager to see what
our cargo was. A group of American missionaries met us and pulled their
truck up to the plane.

•We formed a tight human chain and began to unload the boxes of meals.
Hardly any supplies had reached this area despite a huge displaced
population. To get supplies to this place by road would take a long time and
be dangerous; in times like these, the Kodiak is an amazing tool.‘

Meanwhile, in Africa, flights from Nairobi, Kenya, to Rubkona in southern
Sudan have helped stock up the Ministry of Health clinics which are
supported by World Relief. In Sudan, people often have to walk for several
hours to see a doctor and receive treatment. The planes, full of supplies,
arrived at just the right time as all the clinics had run out of medicines. The
team is now able to continue providing medical care in Unity State.

Reaching into some of the remotest communities, our planes are often the
only means of transport. Without them, many communities would be left
without this essential help of flying in medical supplies or responding to the
needs in a disaster. As aviation fuel prices rise and fluctuating exchange rates
work against us, please pray that the needs will be met to enable us to
continue reaching isolated people.

Hidden rainbow by Christmas Carol Kau› man is the amazing story of the
Olesh family who lived in a solid Catholic community in early twentieth
century Yugoslavia. Knowing little about the Bible, their simple faith in
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God remained strong through much persecution, even from their own
family. This story will warm your heart and encourage your faith.

Jungle pilot by Russell T. Hitt is the gripping story of the life and witness of
Nate Saint, martyred missionary to Ecuador. This new edition tells the
original story and then brings it up to date through the epilogue and time
line written by Nate‘s son, Stephen, who recently returned to the jungles of
Ecuador to see and record the remarkable progress in the work pioneered by
Nate and his missionary friends.

Hope has wings by Stuart King. This delightful and inspiring book chronicles
the history and achievements of Mission Aviation Fellowship‘s 60 years.
First published in 1993, this edition brings the story up to date. From small
beginnings in Sudan in 1950 with one plane, MAF now works in many
countries with many planes. This is a fascinating account of MAF‘s up and
downs, but through it all God has been their rock, their provider and their
guide and continues to do so.

Family, social, contemporary issues
My God is true! Lessons learned along cancer‘s dark road by Paul D. Wolfe.
This book is one man‘s chronicle of cancer and the lessons he learned
through it. In these pages Paul Wolfe tells his story of diagnosis, treatment
and survival, and he points to the glory and grace of God along the way.
Above all he points to the faithfulness of God whose promises will certainly
prove true. Read this story and be reminded that there is good reason, even
in the midst of su› ering, to worship and rejoice.

4 CDs from the conference Practical responses to dementia organised by
Pilgrim Homes.

We will be meeting as a team for prayer and planning
before the meeting commences, and throughout its operation.
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So why does FYN need you?
We desperately need your prayer- this is a new venture and we really want
to begin smoothly with no hiccups.
